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Calendar of weekly departures, 2012 
 
 
In 2012, between the 6th of July and the 5th of October, we offer 13 weeks of departures. During each of these weeks, 
one can sign up for a 1, 2, 3, 4 or 5-day hike based on a weekly cycle, starting each Friday and ending each Tuesday. 
Three participants are required to guarantee a departure. Maximum 8.  A transportation system permits you to 
leave your car at the arrival point of each hike (Lake Cascapedia or the Gîte du Mont Albert). 
 
Important note, these departures are available up to 45 days before the date of departure for the inclusion of the first 
three participants and up to 5 days prior to departure for additional of participants.

1-DAY GUIDED HIKE WITH A NIGHT IN A PARK SHELTER  
A summit of the McGerrigle massif 

 
 
 
 
Description: 
Our hike on day 1 brings us to the summit of mont Jacques 
Cartier (8,3 km), the highest altitude in southern Québec, or 
to its neighbouring peak, mont Xalibu (10,4 km) and back. 
We hike to tundra conditions found in much more northerly 
areas of Québec. This is the sector of the park offering the 
best chances for observation of Wood Caribou. After the 
hike, we return to the mont Albert campground to have our 
evening meal and to sleep in a park shelter. The next 
morning we will have a generous breakfast at the Gîte du 
mont Albert.  
 
Level of difficulty: 
Our hikes take place on uneven ground including slopes to climb and descend.  They are accessible to all who are in 
good health and have basic hiking experience (day hikes). We will walk between 4 and 5 hours. Both of theses hikes 
are classed intermediate. To hike to the summit of mont Xalibu and back, we will walk 10,4 km leaving at an altitude 
of 600m and ascending to 1140m before coming back to our point of departure. For the mont Jacques-Cartier hike, 
we start hiking at 750 m of altitude and ascend to the summit (1270 m) and then descend again.  
 
Meeting point and transports: 
We ask our clients to contact us by phone the evening before the departure. The meeting point is the park discovery 
centre, south of Ste-Anne-des-Monts on the 299. We meet at 8 a.m., after breakfast, to fill out the necessary papers 
and to catch the shuttle to mont Jacques-Cartier, if necessary.

The first day we drive to the arrival point of our hike at Lake Cascapedia and then take a shuttle to the trailhead, at 
Lake Thibault. That day we hike 12.4 kilomètres with a little loop at the end of the day to appreciate a beautiful 
lookout: le Pic de lôAube. We have supper and sleep at the Mésange (Chickadee) shelter. The 2nd day, after a good 
breakfast, we leave the Mésange to hike toward Lake Cascapedia, passing by another outcrop, le Pic du Brûlé and 
Lake Gouache. Distance day 2: 14 km. 
 
Level of difficulty: 
Our hikes take place on uneven ground including slopes to 
climb and descend.  They are accessible to all who are in 
good health and have basic hiking experience (day hikes). 
We will walk between 4 and 7 hours per day. The hike 
between the lakes Thibault and Cascapedia is classed 
intermediate. The first day (13 km) we start at about 600 m 
of altitude, climbing to a final altitude of about 950 m. On 
the way we cross a valley which will make us descend 
about 150m and climb up again. The 2nd day (14km) we 
leave this high point to gradually descend to 500 m, with 
the steepest downhill at the end of the day.  
 
Meeting point and transports: 
We ask our clients to contact us by phone the evening before the departure. The meeting point is the park discovery 
centre, south of Ste-Anne-des-Monts on the 299. We meet at 8 a.m., after breakfast, to fill out the necessary papers 
and then to drive to Lake Cascapedia, where we will leave our cars so as to have them at the end of our hike. A 
shuttle will then take us to Lake Thibault. We leave with our day back pack for the day. Our night baggage will be 
taken to the shelter by the transporter. On day 2 we usually arrive at the cars around 4 p.m.

This is the sector of the park offering the best 
chances for observation of Wood Caribou. After the hike, we return to the 
mont Albert campground to have our evening meal and to sleep in a park 
shelter. The next morning we will have a generous breakfast at the Gîte du 
mont Albert. On day 2, after a transport to Lake Thibault, we will walk 12.4 
kilomètres to reach the Mésange shelter, including a short side trip to admire 
the view at the Pic de lôAube. Lunch on the trail and supper at the shelter. The 
3rd day, after a good breakfast, we leave the Mésange to hike toward Lake 
Cascapedia, passing by another outcrop, le Pic du Brûlé and Lake Gouache. 
Distance day 3: 14 km. 
 
Level of difficulty: 
Our hikes take place on uneven ground including slopes to climb and descend.  They are accessible to all who are in 
good health and have basic hiking experience (day hikes). We will walk between 4 and 7 hours per day. All three 
days are classed intermediate. On day one, we will either the hike to the summit of mont Xalibu and back, (10,4 km 
leaving at an altitude of 600m and ascending to 1140m before coming back to our point of departure) or to the 
summit of mont Jacques-Cartier (we start hiking at 750 m of altitude and ascend to the summit (1270 m) and then 
descend again). On day 2 (13 km) we start at Lake Thibault (about 600 m of altitude), climbing to a final altitude of 
about 950 m. On the way we cross a valley which will make us descend about 150m and climb up again. The 3rd day 
(14km) we leave this high point to gradually descend to 500 m, with the steepest downhill at the end of the day.

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OPTION 4 
 

2 DAY/1 NIGHT GUIDED HIKE WITH BAGGAGE TRANSPORT 
Lake Cascapédia to Gîte du mont Albert (27.5 km) 

 
Description: 
The first day, after a pre-arranged shuttle from the Gîte du mont Albert to Lake Cascapedia where we will meet for 
the first time, we will have a 8,4 kilometre walk to reach the Paruline (Warbler) shelter, passing over the summits of 
mont Ells and le mont du Milieu.  Lunch on the trail and supper at the shelter. The second day, after a good 
breakfast, we will leave the shelter to walk 20,5 km to reach and corss the table summit of mont Albert and to 
descend the other side to reach the Gîte du mont Albert and the Park Discovery Centre.  
 
Level of difficulty: 
Our hikes take place on uneven ground including slopes to climb and descend.  They are accessible to all who are in 
good health and have basic hiking experience (day hikes). We will walk between 4 and 7 hours per day.  
 
The hike between Lake Cascapedia and the Gîte do mont Albert is classed difficult. In fact, the first day is quite easy: 
our course of 8.4 km leaves form about 500 m of altitude to ascend to 1000m and then we descend to 725m (altitude 
of the shelter) at the end of the day. The second day is longer than most: our 20.5 km course takes us from 725m to 
1070m of altitude. A lot of the difficulty this day is in the long descent from 1070 to 250 m of altitude at the Gîte du 
mont Albert.  
 
Meeting point and transports: 
We ask our clients to contact us by phone the evening before the departure. You will have to be at the Park 
Discovery Centre, south of Ste-Anne-des-Monts on the 299 at 8 a.m.  after your breakfast. You will sign up there 
telling the people at the desk that you are clients of Gaspésie hike nature. From that  point you will take a shuttle to 
Lake Cascapedia (departure from the Disovery Centre at 8h30). We will be at Lake Cascapedia to welcome you as 
you arrive. This is the departure point for our first day of hiking. The next day we will be arriving at the Gîte du mont 
Albert sector, where our cars will be waiting, at about 5 p.m.

4 DAY/3 NIGHT GUIDED HIKE WITH BAGGAGE TRANSPORT 
Lac Thibault to the Gîte du mont Albert (55 km)

The first day we drive to the arrival point of our hike at Lake Cascapedia and then take a shuttle to the trailhead, at 
Lake Thibault. That day we hike 12.4 kilometres with a little loop at the end of the day to appreciate a beautiful 
lookout: le Pic de lôAube. We have supper and sleep at the Mésange (Chickadee) shelter. The 2nd day, after a good 
breakfast, we leave the Mésange to hike toward Lake Cascapedia, passing by another outcrop, le Pic du Brûlé and 
Lake Gouache. Distance day 2: 14 km. On day 3 we leave Lake Cascapedia for a 8,4 kilometre walk to reach the 
Paruline (Warbler) shelter, passing over the summits of mont Ells and le mont du Milieu.  Lunch on the trail and 
supper at the shelter. The fourth day, after a good breakfast, we will leave the shelter to walk 20,5 km to reach and 
cross the table summit of mont Albert and to descend the other side to reach the Gîte du mont Albert and the Park 
Discovery Centre.

Description: Our hike on day 1 brings us to the summit of mont Jacques Cartier (8,3 km), the highest altitude in 
southern Québec, or to its neighbouring peak, mont Xalibu (10,4 km) and back. We hike to tundra conditions found in 
much more northerly areas of Québec. This is the sector of the park offering the best chances for observation of 
Wood Caribou. After the hike, we return to the mont Albert campground to have our evening meal and to sleep in a 
park shelter. The next morning we will have a generous breakfast at the Gîte du mont Albert. The second day we 
drive to the arrival point of our hike at Lake Cascapedia and then take a shuttle to the trailhead, at Lake Thibault. 
That day we hike 12.4 kilomètres with a little loop at the end of the day to appreciate a beautiful lookout: le Pic de 
lôAube.

The fifth day, after a good breakfast, we will leave the shelter to walk 20,5 km to reach and cross the table summit of 
mont Albert and to descend the other side to reach the Gîte du mont Albert and the Park Discovery Centre.  
 
Level of difficulty: Our hikes take place on uneven ground including slopes to climb and descend.  They are 
accessible to all who are in good health and have basic hiking experience (day hikes). We will walk between 4 and 7 
hours per day.  
The first four days of this hike are classed intermediate and the last, difficult. On day one, we will either the hike to 
the summit of mont Xalibu and back, (10,4 km leaving at an altitude of 600m and ascending to 1140m before coming 
back to our point of departure) or to the summit of mont Jacques-Cartier (we start hiking at 750 m of altitude and 
ascend to the summit (1270 m) and then descend again). On day 2 (13 km) we start at Lake Thibault (about 600 m of 
altitude), climbing to a final altitude of about 950 m.

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ANNEX 2: Conditions 
 
 
RESERVATION & DEPOSIT:  
For all bills of over 100$, a 30% payment is asked to validate a reservation.  This payment must arrive at 
Gaspésie hike nature at least thirty days before departure of the activity.  Without reception of payment under 
these conditions, Gaspésie hike nature reserves the right to cancel any reservation without prior notice.   The 
remaining 70% of the payment is due after the activity, depending on participation and satisfaction. 
 
 
CANCELLATION POLICY: 
In the case of cancellation of a trip by a visitor, the sum paid for reservation will not be reimbursed but held for a 
future reservation.  There will be no reimbursement for absence without good reason.  Gaspésie hike nature 
reserves the right to cancel any trip before the departure date in case of uncontrollable circumstances.  In such 
cases, full reimbursement of the client is the rule.
